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NEW PARKS EVALUAT ION CRITERIA

State Parks ActStipulations

The State Parks Act states that the state parks system shall consist of representative examples of
North Carolina s unique biological, geological, archeologicd, recreational, and scenic resources.
New state park system unitsshall be added by an act of the General Assembly and shall addressthe
needs described in the Systemwide Plan. All additions shall be accompanied by adequate
appropriations for land acquisition, development, and operations.

Definitions

Park Unit: Any assemblage of land and/or water resources at one location that is classified asone
of the foll owing:

. Natural and scenic rivers, such as the New River in Ashe and Alleghany counties;

. State | akes, such as Lake Waccamaw in Columbus County;

. State natura areas, such as Theodore Roosevelt State Natural Area in Carteret
County;

. State recreation areas, such asKerr Lake in Vance and Warren counties,

. State trails, such asthe Lumber River Trail; and

. State parks, such as Hanging Rock State Park in Stokes County.

Operated Units. Operated unitshave oneor morefull-time staff, havevisitor facilities; and are open
to the public.

Managed Area: Any park unit that is not an operated unit.

Visitor Station: A facility or part of afacility that providesgeneral park information and orientation
materials, sanitary facilities, and resource interpretation materials for park visitors. A station may
range in size and complexity from a small dedicated space within an office complex to a
comprehensivevisitor center with modulesfor office, auditorium, and exhibit space, toil et facilities,
and alaboratory classroom. A standard center has goproximately 5,000 square feet of heated space.



MINIMUM CRITERIA

Statewidesignificance: The proposed new unit containsahigh quality example of anatural
resource (biological, geological, archedlogical, recreational, or scenic) of statewide
significance as defined by the Systemwide Plan. High quality determinations are made by
the Natural Heritage and/or the Comprehensive Planning programs of the Division of Parks
and Recreation.

Size:
. Primary resource protection: The proposed addition must have sufficient acreageto

protect theprincipleresources. Areasproposed asstate parksor staterecreationareas
must have a minimum of 400 acres.

. Facility development: The proposed addition must have sufficient acreage for
appropriate facilities with minimum impacts to prindple resources. Sufficiencyis
to be determined by the evaluation team. |If theunit isto be operated for public use,
it must be able to accommodate operation and maintenance facilities, an office, and
a visitor station. For state parks and recreation areas, the site must be able to
accommodateappropriate state park facilities such as campgrounds, picnic grounds,
and trails and associated infrastructure.

The site isrelatively unspoiled and has only minor incompatible featuresThesitedoes
not contain incompatible features such as: roads that cannot be closed; intrusive
development; significant threatsto air or water quality that cannot be controlled; sources of
excessive noise that cannot be controlled; and incompatible vistas. In some cases, these
features can be separated by at |east a 400-foot buffer.

Public access|f thepark isto be operated for public use, access must be available. Thesite
isfree from limitations, such as zoningor deed restrictions, that would inhibit management
of public use.

Note: A proposed site must meet all minimum criteriato be eligible for further consideration.

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7. Presenceof superlatives A superlative featureisonethat is clearly unique or thebiggest
or the best examplein the state of the a subtheme, whether biological, geological, scenic, or
archeological/historic. The superlative feature is above and beyond mere representation in
the system; sothese points can be awarded even when the subtheme represented is already
considered in the priority expansion needs as being adequaely represented. For these points
to be awarded, thesite being evaluated must be big enough to protect the superlative nature
of thefeature. Thefeature(s) being judged as* superlative” must either (1) be present on the
Natural Heritagelist of such features, or (2) haveitsinclusion for this scoreaccompanied by
aclear statement of justification by the committee.

» One or more superlatives present — 100 points

8. Demand for state park and recreation area units that are stdfed and open to the
public: Highestpriority for acquiring new recreation resources should be given to areasthat
will serve large populations that have access to limited state park acreage. An effective
service area can be defined as counties within a 50-mile radius (see attached map).

Counties with 4 or less park acres/1000 population — 200 paints
Counties with 8 or less park acres/1000 population — 100 paints
Counties with 12 or less park acres/1000 population — 50 points
Counties with 21 or less park acres/1000 population — 25 points
Counties with morethan 21 park acres/1000 population— 10 points

0. Suitability for providing high quality recreation experiences:Theproposed siteprovides
opportunitiesto develop facilities for activities that the public both desires and iswilling to
pay for.
